Paul now discusses what part the law plays in God's plan of sanctification.

A. The spiritual man and the law (7:1-6).

Will the sinner remain saved? Thisisthe question answered in Romans 8.
And the answer is yes, he or she will, indeed, because of preservation.

(Explanation and Vindication) Romans 9-1 1
Paul writes these chapters to answer two questions. First, how does God look upon Isradl'srejection of their Messiah? Second, how
does Isradl fitinto God's plan for the church?
l. THE SOVEREIGNTY OF GOD AND ISRAEL'S SELECTION IN THE PAST (ch. 9).
A. The nine spiritual advantages of this sovereign selection (9:4, 5).
They were |sradlites (a special nation).
They had been adopted by God.
They had the glory cloud.
They had the covenants.
They had the law.
They performed services for God (ministering in both tabernacle and Temple).
They had the Messianic promise.
They had aregenerate ancestry (Abraham, Moses, David, €tc.).
9 They were the people from which Christ came.
B. The higtorical examples of this sovereign selection (9:6-29).
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1 The example of Ishmael and Isaac (9:6-9). God chose I saac (Abraham's son through Sarah) over 1shmael
(his son through Hagar).

2. The example of Esau and Jacob (9:10-13). God chaose Jacob (second-born twin son of Isaac) over Esau
(firstborn twin).

3. The example of Pharaoh (9:14-24).
a The facts.

(D] God determined to pardon sinful 1srael with undeserved grace (9:15, 16).

"Thou wilt say then unto me, Why doth he yet find .fault? For who hath resisted hiswill? Nay but, O man, who art thou that repliest
against God? Shall the thing formed say to him that formed it, Why hast thou made me thus?' (9:19, 20).

4. The example from Hosea (9:25, 26).
"Ashesaith alsoin Osee, | will call them my people, which were not my people; and her bel oved, which was not beloved” (9:25).
5. The example from Isaiah (9:27-29).

"Esaias also crieth concerning Israel, Though the number of the children of Israel be as the sand of the sea, aremnant shall be saved”

6. The two conclusions concerning this sovereign selection (9:30-33).
a Through faith the Gentiles had attained righteousness without even seeking it.
b. Through the law Israel had not attained righteousness even after seeking it.

For | bear them record that they have a zeal of
God, but not according to knowledge" (10:1, 2).

B. The source of God's righteousness (10:4, 5).
"For Christ isthe end of the law for righteousness to every one that believeth” (10:4).

C. The availahility of God's righteousness (10:6-8).
"But what saith it? Theword is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart: that is, the word of faith, which we preach” (10:8).
